Freedom of Information: Right to know request

Thank you for your request for information in relation to radio bands. We received this request on
26 January 2022 and have considered it under the Freedom of Information Act 2000.

Your questions and our response
1. ‘llike to know how many people in the last decade has ofcom prosecuted for illegally using SSB or
AM on 27.555mhz or and other none legal UK band.’

All bands are legal if a licence is held or if they are covered by an exemption. The frequency
27.555MHz is not part of the CB allocation, and therefore use is not covered by the exemption and it
would be unlicensed. Anyone using SSB or AM on 27.555MHz would require a license. It follows that
we have not prosecuted anyone in the last 10 years for illegal use of SSB or AM on 27.555MHz.

2. ‘And also does ofcom even still monitor the CB bands?’

Ofcom are legally allowed to monitor all UK bands in the course of their investigations, and this
includes the CB bands.

3. ‘And also how many people have ofcom prosecuted in the last decade for the use of old AM and
SSB radios imported in to the UK from America’

To date, Ofcom has not prosecuted anyone for the use of AM and SSB radios.
