Central Sussex Digital Radio Ltd is a local group with a distinct, and strong, set of USPs from well established

local radio businesses that have real heritage, a deep local history, and a strong commercial track record.

We are delighted that our application includes support from all the well established local FM and community
stations in the polygon, including: More Radio, Ashdown Radio, Mid Sussex Radio and Mid Downs Hospital
Radio who have been around since 1976. Furthermore, we are looking to combine those established stations on
the multiplex with new players to the area that offer something very different, such as Care Radio, Living With
Disability Radio and Sussex Student Radio.

We are absolutely committed to growing radio listenership in this part of the county, and this is clearly
demonstrated firstly by our proposed roster of stations included with this application, and secondly by our plans
to support an ambitious C-DSP application, Living With Disability Radio. working alongside, and with the
support, of the successful locally based Living With Disability magazine.

We’re fully aware that running an SSDAB multiplex will not be without its challenges, both financially and
technically, however we have the financial resources, the commercial track record and the economies of scale to
make this multiplex a success. Our established local media brands will also play a key role in creating

awareness to driving listenership, not only to the established stations but also to all the new entrants.

Our technical plan developed with Digris will initially cover 76% of the population within the advertised
polygon, but we have aspirations to improve that coverage. This plan offers a broadcast solution that is both
financiallly prudent and meets the specific and complex geographical technical challenges. It also gives us great
confidence that our technical resource has such deep SSDAB expertise in Rash Mustapha, as well as the support

of two of our group's highly experienced engineers in Neale Bateman and David Cunningham.

Our board, comprised of Allan Moulds, Paul Lelew, Justin Cottrell and John Dash, has considerable local
knowledge and experience, a well-established network of contacts, both in the area and beyond, and a well

documented history of supporting and encouraging local radio stations.

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Population covered

The principal population centres in the Haywards Heath & Uckfield polygon are Burgess
Hill, Crowborough, and of course Haywards Heath and Uckfield, although there are
numerous smaller villages spread across the patch. The A272 runs through the middle of
the TSA with the A23 on the fringes in the East, whilst the A22 runs to the West through
Uckfield. Major population towns covered: Burgess Hill/Haywards Heath/Uckfield/Crow-
borough and numerous villages.

Unserved Areas

Our three transmitters concentrate 63dBuV (or greater) in the most populous areas.
The challenging terrain makes it extremely difficult to deliver this field strength
throughout the polygon in a financially viable manner. Mobile reception is still predicted
on the most heavily used local roads, as these are slightly elevated in this area. Our
coverage prediction supports this expectation. The areas underserved in our plans are
Heathfield, Ticehurst and some surrounding villages.

We have identified a potential future fourth site - the ex-Diplomatic Wireless Service
(and BBC World Service) transmitter site at Kings Standing, which was once home to
'Aspidistra’, codename for what was once the most powerful broadcasting station in the
world. A single mast remains on the site, which now belongs to Sussex Police.

Once the financial stability of the Haywards Heath and Uckfield multiplex is established,
we would wish to explore the possibility of adding this 4th site with Ofcom, as it would
significantly improve coverage contiguity between Haywards Heath and Uckfield.

Sustainability

This area has a relatively small and spread out population, which as a result places unique
economic pressures that conspire against further relay transmitters at this stage, see our
business plan for more information. Therefore our consortium, which has knowledge of
the area's economics, believe that it is important not to over promise and under deliver.

The additional operating cost burden, including site rentals, would make attempting a
thicker network build-out an unwise proposition during the early years of this new com-

pany

This service would not cause any significant interference above 38 dBuV/m to
small-scale DAB areas outside of the macro area.

If required, we can provide Ofcom with our 38 dBuV/m interference prediction.

Potential for hole-punching

Finally, we conducted a desk assessment into the likelihood of ACI and our investigation
concluded that all three sites would fall mostly into the amber category.

The Haywards Heath site is located 80 metres away from the A272, and there the
nearest dwelling is at 60 metres. The housing density nearby is low and the elevated
ground suggests healthy signals will be available from other multiplexes.

The Uckfield site is in a sparsely populated area and is proposed to operate at low
power. The Crowborough site is also proposed to operate at low power and with
antenna directivity, to reduce the risk of ACI.

Our full ‘hole-punching’ assessment will be subject to a survey of multiplex signal
strengths around the site which Central Sussex Digital Radio would carry out if it is
awarded the licence and once the allocated sub-band and frequency is known.

Conclusion

Our predicted coverage reaches 118,595 adults (76%) inside the Haywards Heath &
Uckfield polygon. Overspill has been constrained to 3.2%.

Central Sussex Digital Radio has in place contingencies in case of any necessary ACI
mitigation or restrictions required by Ofcom due to spectrum re-use.

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Central Sussex Digital Radio Ltd. has agreed a clear funding and expenditure plan,
and can demonstrate its ability to establish the proposed service, providing a working
capital surplus at launch. Should there be a downturn in the radio or general market,
our shareholders are committed to increase their loan commitments.

The procurement of assets will be funded primarily by director loans, repayable over
the licence period. The costs set out below have been taken from a line-by-line listing

of components and other areas of cost. This in turn has been validated against a detailed
quotation from Digris, and our combined and considerably business knowledge and
operational experience.

The proposed coverage from our three transmitter sites will be 76%, with an aspiration
to add a fourth site when financially viable. The proposed three transmitter solution
which includes two relays will require capitalisation of £40k. We therefore believe it is
prudent to establish the service on that basis and avoid any chance of over promising
and under delivering.

Our consortium is made up of well-established local service providers with a strong com-
mercial track record in this area and a good level of established resource behind them. In
addition, we benefit from economies of scale that will be fully utilised to keep costs low in
areas such as administration, management and engineering.
