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Additional comments:

Question 1: Do you agree that copy management would broaden the range of
HD content available on DTT and help secure its long term viability as a
platform? :

No. It threatens the platforms availability due to the restrictive licensing on the DRM
components excluding open-source software from interfacing with the system.
