The Wakefield District is one of the most accessible areas in the UK, with a £6.5 billion
economy, the fourth largest in the Leeds City Region, Wakefield is a well kept secret but
the investment case for the district is clear.

The Wakefield District is a growing city and is hugely accessible with major motorway
networks meeting just outside the city centre. Wakefield’s position and connections
provide access to skilled workers , along with five nearby universities, which have
allowed businesses that are based in the area to thrive — including household names such
as Burberry (Castleford), Haribo (Castleford) Next and Coca Cola both based in Wakefield,
the district has ample space for businesses to grow in a cost effective way which will
enable them to continue investing and innovating into the future.

The Wakefield District is made up of the City of Wakefield, and the Five Towns Areas,
which includes Pontefract, Castleford, Featherstone, Normanton and Knottingly.
